Domains of general practice 

General practice is defined by the RACGP as the provision of primary, comprehensive and continuing whole patient care to individuals, families and their community. After an extensive review of the literature and consultation through the profession, the RACGP has identified five broad domains of competence as a framework representing the scope of general practice.

The five domains are:
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Communication skills and the patient–doctor relationship
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Applied professional knowledge and skills
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Population health and the context of general practice

· Professional and ethical role
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Organisational and legal dimensions.

GPs should identify the domains of general practice in this application form (at least one must be identified).  This data will be reflected in GP online credit point statements to assist individuals identify gaps in their learning.

Procedural and emergency medicine grants for rural and remote GPs 

The Commonwealth Government is offering rural and remote procedural GPs and locums (practising Obstetrics, Anaesthetics and / or Surgery in areas classified (ASGC-RA 1 - 5) a grant of up to $2000 per day for up to 10 days per year to assist them in accessing skills maintenance and up-skilling in their procedural disciplines. In addition, GPs and locums delivering hospital based emergency medicine in ASGC-RA 2 - 5) may be eligible to receive grants of $2000 per day for up to 3 days per financial year for emergency medicine CPD 

Eligible activities must be a minimum of 6 hours, be relevant to obstetrics, anaesthetics, surgery or emergency medicine and can be courses or clinical attachments. 

An activity can be approved for either a procedural or emergency medicine grant or both if it has a minimum 6 hours each of relevant procedural content and relevant emergency medicine content.

The International Classification of Primary Care (ICPC) system 

The International Classification of Primary Care (ICPC) system is an internationally recognised coding system designed for primary care that was developed by the World Organisation of Family Doctors (WONCA).  It classifies information relating to why the patient has come for the consultation, the problems managed during the encounter, procedures, referrals, and imaging and pathology tests. 

GPs will be able to complete education activities that meet their individual learning needs using the ICPC matrix to help identify areas for further study.  By coding education activities against ICPCs, the QI&CPD program will be able to track the current trends in GP education and match this with data from the national health priority areas.  

A maximum of three sets of codes and classification areas can be selected.

Relevant and designed to improve your general practice

Accredited activities with the QI&CPD program are required to be relevant to General Practice and be of high quality, peer reviewed evidence or accepted theory, which leads to improvement to the quality of your practice. Identify your learning need

Establishing and substantiating a genuine need is the key to a successful education activity. It is also an important step in determining what type of educational activity would suit you and/or your practice.

E.g. you identified a gap in skill/knowledge due to a specific incident, identified own need in a specific area, or may be a practice based requirement
Learning Objectives

Research shows activities demonstrate greater learning by establishing learning objectives specific to an activity, based from a need (or needs assessment/ gap analysis etc).  Learning objectives should be set prior to undertaking an activity, to ensure the activity is relevant to you and/or your General Practice.

Your learning objectives cover what you want to know, change, understand better, develop more confidence in or develop skills in once the ALM has been completed.  
Systems based approach to patient safety

You are also required to develop a learning objective that addresses a systems based approach to patient safety. A ‘systems approach’ considers other factors within general practice that may cause harm. When a system properly identifies risk factors and implements change to address the issues, inbuilt safeguards can act to improve patient outcomes.

DURING – Session summary template
During the SCA, GPs can use the session summary template to keep detailed notes of the SCA.  The session summary needs to be submitted with your application.  It is important to ensure that all patient notes are confidential, therefore patient names should be omitted. The supervisor and GP needs to maintain two-way communication throughout the SCA in order to continue high quality education and address any questions or concerns that may arise.   A de-brief at the end of the case and/or day provides a good opportunity for both the supervisor and GP to reflect on the cases presented and raise questions that may need to be addressed in following sessions or through further research. 

AFTER completing your Supervised Clinical Attachment (SCA)
This section is to provide the GP with the opportunity to reflect on the learning and outcomes from the education activity completed.  It will also help identify and plan what improvements can be made back at the practice based on what was learned.  The GP is required to complete the final reflection form at the end of the SCA. It is strongly suggested that a reflection and debrief around the SCA is conducted between the supervisor and GP.  The supervisor should provide feedback and sign the SCA application form. The application can then be sent to your state QI&CPD unit.
